Course Level: Advanced  

Course Description: Procedure necessary for salon development. 

Topics include professional ethics and goal setting, salon operation, and 

record keeping. 

End-Of-Course Outcomes: Create a salon portfolio or business plan. 

Demonstrate skills related to salon operation and management.  

Course Competencies: Upon successful completion of this course, the 

student will; 

• Create a salon on a budget, including name, floor plan, 

color scheme, equipment, materials and supplies 

needed for operation. 

• Keep a journal of patrons, patron services, materials 

and supplies consumed and their cost. The amount of 

revenue that would be generated in a salon for a 

period of four weeks, including a profit and lost 

statement. 

• Demonstrate the use of professional ethics and setting 

of goals (short and long term).

• Complete written assignments related to theory and 

knowledge of haircutting and finishing techniques. 

• Knowledge and performance of zero degree, 90 degree, 180 

degree and a clipper haircut. 

• Safety precautions related to the use and care of all 

implements related to hair cutting.
